THE QUICK GETAWAY

To grab as many positions as possible at ihe beginning, use
the pitlane - the other players completely ignore it! Watch oul
though - stay too long in there and you'll automatically slow
down!

GEAR BOX GEAR

As the instructions say, although the automatic Lotus doesn't
accelerate quite as well as the manual, it can still reach the
same top speeds as the manual gear box. Since changing up
and down can be a real pain al times, it's best 1o slick lo the
automalic gearbox - it's still possible lo reach the end of the
hard level's tracks with it. If you do have a hankering to choose
a manual gearbox then always choose FX rather than music at
the start of a game. This way it's easier 10 tell when lo change
gear by the sound of the engine.

LOTUS HANDLING

Quite a lot of people seem lo just accelerate and hope for the

best. This is a bit of a stupid thing to do, as some of the corner-
ing required can be handled with ease jus!t by laying off the ac-
celerator. The handling of your Lotus also increases and this 1s
one of your best opportunities 1o gain a few positions.

TWO-PLAYER TACTICS

One greal tactic to remember is 10 slow down when taking cor-
ners and steer into the oncoming path of the other player's
Lotus. If he doesn’t wham into the back of your car, he's a lot
more likely to zoom off the road, hitting an obstacle and losing
far more time! Just remember though - one of you has got 10
make the top ten to progress to the nexl track!

REFUELING

Some of the tracks require a lot more fuel than can be initially
packed into your Lotus’ fuel tank.

The ones that
are really hard to reach usually increase the amount of energy
the hero can carry. Watch out on level lwo, when two potions
are nex! 1o one another. The one on the left poisons you - so
watch il. There's also an anti-gravily potion in the game, which
can help you o survive one really long fall. Good eh? Just
don'l expect lo see it until around level seven...

SECRET ROOMS

Sometimes, a rool tile is loose and could lead the way 1o a vital
exira life-giving potion (level three for example). Jump up and
hit the ceiling and all wobbily tiles will be revealed. To remove
loose tiles, just jump up at the lile, making sure you're nol
under it when it comes crashing down...
